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Frequently Asked Questions– For Students
Q.
Who is eligible for the National Honor Society scholarships?

A.
High school seniors who are members in good standing of an affiliated National Honor Society chapter are eligible for nomination by the local high school chapter.

Q.
What is the deadline?

A.
The deadline has been extended from January 20, 2012 to February 3, 2012. This is the deadline to submit all materials online.
Q.
When are winners announced?

A.
Winners and their principals are mailed notification letters in late May.  Chapter advisers will be notified via email. Winners are also announced on the Web site at www.nhs.us in June.

Q.
Are non-winners notified?

A.
Only winners, their principals and advisers are notified. Non-winners are not notified.
Q.
I live on a U.S. military base overseas. Am I eligible to be nominated?

A.
Yes, all affiliated chapters may nominate seniors for the awards.

Q.
I am a member of the National Honor Society but I am not a citizen of the United States, am I eligible?

A.
You may be nominated regardless of your citizenship status.  However, you must attend a U.S. college or university to receive this award.

Q.
I plan on attending an international college or university. Can I still receive the award?

A.
The award must be used at a U.S. college or university. 
Q.
Does my principal have to be a member of NASSP in order to participate?

A.
No, but your school must have an active chapter of the National Honor Society in order to participate in the scholarship program.
Q.
How can I apply?

A.
Students do not “apply” for this award. Students must be nominated by their high school NHS chapter. Contact your chapter adviser for a copy of the online nomination procedures.
Q.
Must I complete the nomination form all at once?

A.
No.  You may complete as much as you like, save the file, and return to finish it later using your email address and password. However, you must complete your demographic information (i.e. name, school name, etc.) before sending the recommendation request to your principal and adviser/counselor. The process is not complete until the nomination form, recommendations, and electronic signatures are submitted online.
Q.
I need technical assistance with the online process. I cannot log into ISTS’ web site to begin the process. My log in isn’t working.
A.
First, please make sure you are entering the correct Web address and exactly as printed on the ‘2012 NHS Scholarship Nomination Procedures’ that you received from your adviser. If you are still encountering difficulty, please call the Help Line number for ISTS (877-525-8491) located on your instructions sheet.  If you are directed to a voicemail, leave a message and they will respond to you. 
Q:
Can I have my guidance counselor submit my recommendation instead of the NHS adviser? 
A:
Yes.  
Q.
I don’t have Internet access. How can I complete the nomination process?
A.
A paper form can be issued in rare cases only and must be requested from the national office by the chapter adviser.  The adviser can request this form by emailing scholarship@nhs.us or by faxing a signed letter on school letterhead outlining the reason for the request. Exceptions are rare and there must be a legitimate reason for the request. Chapters and students should exhaust local resources (i.e. local library, school computer labs, etc.) before requesting a paper application.
Q.
How do I receive the award?

A.
Scholarship winners will receive information regarding payment from International Scholarship and Tuition Services (ISTS.) ISTS is a private company contracted by NASSP to handle the processing of the NHS scholarship funds and will send you details on payment of your scholarship award.

Q.
Is this award renewable?

A.
This is a one time award.

Q.
Will I receive the entire award in one year?

A.
Normally students receive the full amount in two separate payments during their freshman year, one at the beginning of each semester.
Q.
If I change my choice of college to attend, whom should I notify?

A.

Q.
Can I defer my scholarship award money?

A.
Deferments can be granted and requests to defer must be made in writing to ISTS, National Honor Society Scholarship, P.O. Box 24605, Nashville, TN 37202.

Q.
Am I required to use my entire award during my freshman year of college?

A.
The full amount is normally sent to you in your freshman year. The amount used during your freshman year can be decided between you and your college or university.
Q.
Does this award have an expiration date?

A.
Yes.  Unclaimed scholarships will expire in four years.
